On average, a foster child will live in at least seven different homes before they turn 18 years
old. The donated items will help these children keep their schoolwork organized and intact
wherever they may end up. “More people participated this year than any other year,” says
Hon. Susan Golding, president and chief executive officer, Promises2Kids. “Their generosity
demonstrates the desire by many in our community to ensure that these foster kids are
prepared for this school year.”
